Bonjour... 
Every Monday, the students at Como have been 
introduced to basic French, with an emphasis on 
vocabulary and correct pronunciation. Some of 
the topics covered include greetings, 
introductions, numbers, colours, weather, days of 
the week, family, animals and objects in the 
classroom. General information about France is 
also discussed, as well as the similarities between 
French and English words. We are fortunate 
enough that the P&C fund these lessons. More 
importantly, the students are learning an 
appreciation for another culture whilst having lots 
of fun. 

 
Kindergarten Orientation 
Our Kindergarten Orientation will be held on 
Thursday 10 September. If you know of anyone 
interested in attending this successful school, they 
will need to leave their details at the office so that 
we can ensure that they receive an invitation to 
the orientation session. I would also like to run 
another 2 workshops in December called 
“Starting School” for the students who will be 
attending Como in 2010. These workshops assist 
in establishing a smoother transition into primary 
school. During these workshops, I will be talking 
to parents on how they can assist their children in 
the areas of literacy and numeracy whilst the 
children are integrated in the K/1 classroom. 

 
 
Great Gymnastics 
The students enjoyed their first lesson in 
Gymnastics last Friday. For the remainder of the 
weeks ahead the students will be provided with 
opportunities to develop their skills on various 
pieces of equipment. Students are given frequent 
opportunities to explore the use of their bodies to 
become successful in movement, benefit in terms of 
increased self-confidence, the acquisition of social 
and physical skills and the development of positive 
attitudes about physical activity. A child’s learning 
potential can be enhanced as a result of improved 
fitness and health.
